5. Entries must be accompanied by a cheque, Postal Order or International Money Order for a minimum of £3.00 sterling (although a greater donation would naturally be appreciated). These should be made payable to “Wellington Town Council”. Due to sponsorship by the Town Council and businesses, ALL entry fees collected will go to the Mayor’s Charity Appeal.
6. Although every care will be taken with manuscripts, Wellington Town Council, its members, employees or agents cannot be responsible for damage or loss, however caused. All manuscripts are submitted at the risk of the author. Entries without a S.A.E. will not be returned. It is recommended that authors retain a copy of their entry.
7. Each entry must be the work and the property of the person submitting it, and it must not have been previously published in any form.

8. Writers’ groups or writers’ classes submitting fifteen or more entries can offer a reduced donation of £2.00 per manuscript should they so wish.
